DESCRIPTION OF INSTITUTION

First Merchants Bank (First Merchants) is headquartered in Muncie, Indiana, roughly 60 miles
northeast of Indianapolis in the east central portion of the state. The bank is wholly owned by First
Merchants Corporation, a one-bank holding company also in Muncie. First Merchants Corporation
is traded on the NASDAQ under the ticker symbol FRME. The bank received a “Satisfactory”
rating at its previous FDIC CRA Performance Evaluation, dated September 29, 2021, based on the
Interagency Large Institution CRA Examination Procedures.

First Merchants operates 106 offices throughout three Midwestern states: Indiana, Michigan, and
Ohio. The bank offers traditional loan products, deposit products, and other banking services for
retail and commercial customers. Deposit products include checking, savings, certificates of
deposit, health savings accounts, and individual retirement accounts. Loan product offerings
include residential, commercial, agricultural, and consumer loans and lines of credit. The bank also
provides investment and wealth management services.

First Merchants acquired Level One Bank, a Michigan-based state nonmember bank, during the
evaluation period. This acquisition further expanded First Merchants’ operations in Michigan.
Level One Bank was a full-service commercial bank with operations centered in southeast
Michigan. At Level One Bank’s last CRA evaluation, dated May 26, 2020, the bank received a
“Satisfactory” rating based on the Interagency Large Institution CRA Examination Procedures.

During the evaluation period, First Merchants closed its Oxford, Ohio office and thereby removed
the Cincinnati, OH-KY-IN Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) from its assessment area.
Additionally, on December 6, 2024, First Merchants sold all five of its Illinois offices to Old

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Second National Bank, an Illinois-based national bank, immediately prior to the current evaluation
date. Examiners evaluated the bank’s performance throughout the entire multistate Chicago-
Naperville-Elgin, IL-IN MSA (Chicago MSA) assessment area given that the bank operated its
Illinois offices for essentially the entire evaluation period. Similarly, examiners evaluated the
bank’s branch network as of December 5, 2024, for the Chicago MSA assessment area’s Service
Test criterion.

First Merchants’ total number of offices has fluctuated since the previous evaluation. During the
evaluation period, the bank opened one office, acquired 16 offices, and closed or sold 17 offices.
Refer to the Service Test portions of this evaluation for more information on these branch changes.

The bank has several subsidiaries and affiliates. However, none of these offer credit products or
services. Therefore, examiners did not include them in the scope of this evaluation.

As of the September 30, 2024, Consolidated Reports of Condition and Income, First Merchants
reported total assets of $18.3 billion. This amount includes total loans of $12.7 billion and total
securities of $3.7 billion. The bank’s assets have increased by $3.4 billion, or 23.0 percent, since
the prior evaluation. The bank’s total loans have increased by $3.6 billion, or 39.0 percent, since
the prior evaluation. The bank’s deposits totaled $14.4 billion as of September 30, 2024.

First Merchants focuses on commercial and residential lending. Commercial loans, including
commercial real estate and commercial and industrial lending, make up about $6.7 billion, or 53.1
percent, of the bank’s loan portfolio. The bank’s second largest lending category is 1-4 family
residential loans, which total about $3.0 billion, or 23.9 percent, of the bank’s loan portfolio. The
following table shows a breakdown of the bank’s loan portfolio by category.

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Additionally, First Merchants originates and sells a significant number of residential loans on the
secondary market. The bank’s loan portfolio does not reflect this activity.

Examiners did not identify any financial, legal, or other impediments that would limit the
institution’s ability to meet the credit needs of its assessment areas.

DESCRIPTION OF ASSESSMENT AREAS

The CRA requires financial institutions to define one or more assessment areas in which its CRA
performance is evaluated. First Merchants designated 11 assessment areas throughout four rated
areas. The Indiana non-MSA (Non-MSA) assessment area includes non-contiguous areas; however,
examiners did not identify performance disparities across these areas, and each had similar credit
and community development needs. Therefore, this evaluation presents the performance in the non-
contiguous areas as a single assessment area. All assessment areas contain whole counties, except
the multistate Chicago MSA assessment area, which includes portions of Cook and DuPage
counties in Illinois. Examiners reviewed the delineation of the Chicago MSA assessment area and
determined that the assessment area does not arbitrarily exclude low- or moderate-income census
tracts, does not reflect illegal discrimination, and otherwise meets the requirements of the CRA
regulations.

The bank has 106 offices that provide banking services. This number excludes the five branches in
Illinois that First Merchants sold to Old Second National Bank in December 2024. This number
also excludes various regional headquarters offices that do not provide banking services to the
public and therefore are not considered branch offices for purposes of this evaluation.

SCOPE OF EVALUATION

General Information

The evaluation covers the period from the prior evaluation dated September 29, 2021, to the current
evaluation dated December 9, 2024. Examiners used the Interagency Large Institution CRA
Examination Procedures to evaluate First Merchants’ CRA performance. These procedures include
the Lending Test, Investment Test, and Service Test. The appendices include a summary of the
criteria used to assess bank performance under each of these tests.

In arriving at overall performance conclusions, examiners weighed each rated area separately based
on the proportion of the bank’s operations and lending activity in each area. The rated areas, in
order from greatest to least weight, are Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and the multistate Chicago MSA.

The following table outlines the assessment areas and rated areas. The table lists rated areas, and
the assessment areas within each rated area, from greatest to least weight in determining overall
performance conclusions. Of the Michigan assessment areas, two, Ann Arbor and Grand Rapids,
are new since the previous evaluation.

Since First
Merchants operated branch offices in both Illinois and Indiana within the Chicago MSA for
essentially the entire evaluation period, examiners evaluated the bank’s performance in the Chicago
MSA separately.

Activities Reviewed

For the Lending Test, examiners reviewed First Merchants’ open-end and closed-end home
mortgage, small business, and small farm lending in 2021, 2022, and 2023 based on the bank’s
lending foci and portfolio concentrations. This evaluation presents loan data only for 2022 and
2023 as performance was consistent throughout the evaluation period. Additionally, given the
timing of the bank’s acquisition of Level One Bank, this evaluation only presents 2023 loan data for
the Grand Rapids and Ann Arbor assessment areas, which were created as a result of that
acquisition. Examiners did not review consumer loans, as they are not a major product line of the
bank.

Home mortgage loans include all closed-end and open-end loans reported under Home Mortgage
Disclosure Act (HMDA) data collection requirements. Due to the significant volume of closed-end
and open-end HMDA loans, examiners analyzed these products separately. First Merchants
originated 4,218 closed-end home mortgage loans totaling $1.3 billion in 2021, 3,713 closed-end
home mortgage loans totaling $1.2 billion in 2022, and 3,363 closed-end home mortgage loans
totaling $947.3 million in 2023. The bank originated 2,836 open-end home mortgage loans totaling
$303.3 million in 2021, 2,629 open-end home mortgage loans totaling $310.0 million in 2022, and
2,447 open-end home mortgage loans $302.4 million in 2023. Examiners compared the bank’s
home mortgage lending performance with applicable aggregate lending data, as well as
demographic and housing data from the 2020 U.S. Census.

Small business and small farm loans include all loans reported under CRA data collection
requirements. First Merchants originated 4,073 small business loans totaling $699.0 million, 2,042
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small business loans totaling $463.2 million, and 2,122 small business loans totaling $400.6 million
in 2021, 2022, and 2023, respectively. In 2021, the bank originated 859 small farm loans totaling
$73.9 million, 332 small farm loans totaling $67.8 million in 2022, and 266 small farm loans
totaling $54.0 million in 2023. Examiners measured the bank’s small business and small farm
lending performance against applicable aggregate lending and D&B data.

Closed-end home mortgage and small business lending carried the greatest weight when arriving at
overall conclusions. These two products carried roughly equal weight, and open-end home
mortgage lending carried less weight. The bank’s small farm lending is concentrated in the Indiana
Non-MSA and Lafayette MSA assessment areas and carried the least weight. The small farm
lending volume in other assessment areas was too low to support meaningful conclusions; therefore,
this evaluation only presents small farm lending performance in these two assessment areas.

In addition, examiners assessed First Merchants’ delivery systems for providing retail banking
services, including branches and alternative delivery systems, and the impact of any branch
openings and closings during the evaluation period. Further, examiners reviewed the bank’s retail
banking products and services targeted toward low- and moderate-income individuals or small
businesses.

Finally, examiners reviewed and considered community development loans, qualified investments,
and community development services initiated or maintained by the bank since the previous CRA
performance evaluation dated September 29, 2021, to the current evaluation dated December 9,
2024.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA
LENDING TEST
The Lending Test is rated High Satisfactory. First Merchants’ lending activity, assessment area
concentration, borrower profile, community development lending, and use of innovative and flexible
programs primarily support this conclusion. The bank’s performance was generally consistent for each

rated area.

Lending Activity

First Merchants’ lending activity reflects excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs.
Performance was generally consistent across all assessment areas. The bank is a leading lender in
most assessment areas. Please refer to the separate assessment area sections for additional
information.

Assessment Area Concentration

A substantial majority of First Merchants’ lending occurred within the assessment areas. As the
following table shows, First Merchants originated substantial majorities of closed-end home
mortgage, open-end home mortgage, small business, and small farm loans in its assessment areas in
2021, 2022, and 2023.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects adequate penetration throughout First Merchants’
assessment areas. The bank’s geographic distribution was stronger in the Indianapolis MSA
assessment area than the other assessment areas. While this assessment area is weighed the most in the
evaluation, the overall conclusion is supported by the bank’s performance throughout all rated areas.
Refer to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more detailed information.
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Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects good penetration among retail customers of different income
levels and businesses and farms of different sizes. First Merchants’ performance was strongest in
the Indiana and multistate Chicago MSA rated areas. While the bank’s performance was weaker in
the Michigan and Ohio rated areas, its performance was at least adequate in every assessment area.
Refer to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more detailed information.

Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices

First Merchants makes extensive use of innovative and flexible lending practices to serve
assessment area credit needs. The bank originated innovative and flexible loans totaling more than
$400.0 million since the previous evaluation.

The bank’s innovative and flexible loan product offerings include bank-developed and government-
sponsored loan programs that help to meet the credit needs of low- and moderate-income borrowers.
Examiners listed brief descriptions of each of these loan programs that the bank offers below.

e Next Horizon Mortgage Loans — Next Horizon is First Merchants’ signature home mortgage
loan product for low- and moderate-income borrowers. This product was previously known
as “First Home.” Under this program, the bank offers up to 100 percent financing with no
requirement to obtain private mortgage insurance. The program also offers more flexible
underwriting standards than conventional mortgage loans. For example, in underwriting
these loans, the bank considers rent or utility payments as alternative credit sources for
borrowers that do not have lengthy credit histories. These types of flexibilities are
particularly beneficial to low- and moderate-income borrowers. Furthermore, since the
previous evaluation, the bank has expanded and refined this program to meet the needs of
low- and moderate-income borrowers throughout all assessment areas. The bank originated
over 1,000 Next Horizon mortgages during the current evaluation period, compared to
nearly 700 originations during the prior evaluation period.

e Federal National Mortgage Association (Fannie Mae) and Federal Home Loan Mortgage
Corporation (Freddie Mac) Loan Programs — First Merchants offers flexible loan programs
in conjunction with Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac. Specifically, the bank originates loans
through Fannie Mae’s Home Ready program and Freddie Mac’s Home One and Home
Possible programs. These programs help low- and moderate-income borrowers achieve
homeownership by allowing high loan-to-value ratios and flexible underwriting standards.
These programs are denoted as “Fannie and Freddie” programs throughout this evaluation.

e Government-guaranteed Mortgage Loans — The bank continues to offer home mortgage
loans guaranteed by the Federal Housing Administration (FHA), United States Department
of Veterans Affairs (VA), and United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Rural
Housing Service. These programs are particularly helpful in supporting low- and moderate-
income families achieve homeownership by offering flexible underwriting standards,
competitive rates, and low down payments.

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e State Housing Finance Agency (HFA) Loans — First Merchants originates home mortgage
loans in conjunction with various state housing finance agencies throughout the assessment
areas. For example, the Indiana Housing and Community Development Authority offers
several home mortgage products tailored to the needs of low- and moderate-income
borrowers and first-time homebuyers, some of which are FHA-insured. Although the bank
participates in these programs in all four states where it operates, most originations of this
type are in Indiana. These programs are denoted as “State HFA” programs throughout this
evaluation.

e United States Small Business Administration (SBA) Loans — First Merchants continues to
originate SBA loans for commercial borrowers. SBA lending programs, namely the 504 and
7A programs, provide access to financing for small businesses meeting certain size and
eligibility requirements. The bank receives a guaranty from the SBA for portions of such
loans.

e Capital Access Program (CAP) — This program enables small businesses to obtain credit to
help them grow and expand their businesses in Indiana, Michigan, and Ohio.

e Michigan Collateral Support Program — This program grants access for financing to
businesses that meet certain size and eligibility requirements. First Merchants receives
collateral for the loan in the form of a cash collateral account owned by the state.

e New Look Home Improvement Loans — First Merchants continues to offer unsecured home
improvement loans. With this product, borrowers can obtain home improvement loans for
up to $5,000 at discounted rates. This program is helpful for low- and moderate-income
borrowers needing critical home repairs and who may not have sufficient home equity
against which to borrow.

e Credit Creator Loans — First Merchants continues to offer the Credit Creator loan program,
which helps individuals establish positive credit histories. Under this program, the bank
deposits loan proceeds, typically $1,000 to $2,500, into a savings account. Borrowers then
make monthly payments, and the bank reports these payments to the major credit bureaus.
When the loan is paid in full, the bank releases the funds in the savings account to the
borrower.

e (Chaldean Foundation Automobile Loan — This special purpose program specifically serves
the Chaldean Community Fund in southeastern Michigan. The program was continued with
the acquisition of Level One Bank in October 2022 and formally launched in 2023. The
foundation refers Chaldean Foundation members that are refugees and immigrants to First
Merchants for loans to purchase vehicles. Expanded credit parameters and application
criteria allow for same day approvals and the foundation backs the loans for recourse.

Community Development Loans

First Merchants is a leader in making community development loans. During the evaluation period,
the bank originated 165 community development loans totaling $828.5 million. This level of
community development lending represents a dollar volume increase of roughly 73.7 percent from
the prior evaluation period, during which the bank originated 133 community development loans
totaling $477.0 million. This increase in community development lending significantly outpaced
the 23.0 percent increase in total bank assets over the same timeframe. Additionally, in 2020 and
2021, the previous evaluation included 53 loans totaling $105.7 million originated through the
SBA’s Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. Excluding the
PPP loans, the community development lending represents a dollar volume increase of roughly
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123.1 percent. The bank’s community development lending during the current evaluation
represents 7.3 percent of average net loans and 4.7 percent of average total assets throughout the
evaluation period.

Examiners compared First Merchants’ community development lending performance to the
performance of eight similarly situated banks. This group of banks includes institutions throughout
First Merchants’ market area that have a similar asset size and business focus as First Merchants.
Among these eight banks, First Merchants ranked in the middle in terms of community
development lending as a percentage of both average total assets and average net loans. First
Merchants maintained ratios that were consistent with other banks assessed as High Satisfactory
under this criterion.

However, qualitatively, the bank was a leader in originating community development loans that
substantially benefited its assessment areas and met significant needs. The bank originated high-
dollar loans with long-term positive impacts to low- and moderate-income individuals and
communities, including loans to spur additional investments in these areas. Specific examples
include loans originated in conjunction with local redevelopment plans, including tax increment
financing (TIF) projects, and equity bridge loans that support low-income housing tax credit
(LIHTC) projects. Community development loans also include collaborations with state and local
governments, as well as other financial institutions, to provide solutions to local community
development needs. Throughout its assessment areas, the qualitative strength of the bank’s
community development lending supports excellent performance under this criterion.

First Merchants originated community development loans throughout all its assessment areas that
supported all four community development categories: affordable housing, community services for
low- and moderate-income individuals, economic development, and revitalization and stabilization
of low- and moderate-income areas.

The table above includes regional activities that contributed to the institution’s overall assessment.
Notable examples of regional community development loans include the following:
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e In 2022, the bank originated a $14.7 million loan that supported affordable housing in
Michigan. The loan financed the acquisition and rehabilitation of three multifamily
affordable housing properties in the state.

e In 2023, the bank originated a $1.5 million loan to a small business in southern
Indiana. This allowed the business to expand and employ low- and moderate-income
individuals in the area.

e In 2024, the bank originated a $2.6 million loan that funded the purchase and renovation of a
38-unit affordable housing rental property in Chicago.

INVESTMENT TEST
The Investment Test rating is Outstanding. An excellent overall level of investment and grant
activity across all rated areas, good responsiveness to community credit and development needs,

and significant use of innovative or complex investments support this rating.

Investment and Grant Activity

First Merchants has an excellent level of overall investment and grant activity. The bank’s
investments and donations totaled $339.2 million. This represents an increase of 67.0 percent in
total investments at the previous evaluation. Investments included 109 new investments totaling
$302.5 million and 11 prior period investments totaling $26.3 million. The bank also made 1,965
qualified donations and grants, which totaled $10.8 million.

Total investments represent 8.3 percent of average total securities and 1.9 percent of average total
assets throughout the evaluation period. First Merchants’ Investment Test performance compared
similarly to the performance of similarly situated banks rated Outstanding under this test. In terms
of qualified investments as a percentage of average total assets, First Merchants ranked the highest,
at 1.9 percent, among all eight similarly situated banks.

The bank’s investments and donations supported all four community development categories, with
the largest dollar volume targeted at affordable housing initiatives. Qualified investment activities
occurred throughout all 11 assessment areas, with the highest dollar volume of investments in the
Indianapolis MSA and Detroit MSA assessment areas. Other assessment areas with high
investment volumes include the Chicago MSA, Muncie MSA, and Lafayette MSA.

In addition to assisting homeowners with applying for grants offered by the Federal Home Loan
Bank of Indianapolis, state, and local housing authorities, First Merchants also promotes
homeownership for low- and moderate-income borrowers through bank-funded grants of up to
$7,500. These grants fund down payments and closing costs or serve to reduce principal. The bank
offered these grants to low- and moderate-income borrowers in every assessment area. During the
evaluation period, the bank funded 1,347 grants across its assessment areas, totaling approximately
$7.1 million. Since the program is offered in a consistent manner to all assessment areas, examiners
summarized the number and dollar amount of grants in the following table.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

First Merchants exhibits good responsiveness to credit and community development needs. The
bank’s qualified grants and investments focused on meeting the affordable housing needs of its
assessment areas. Through community contact interviews and a review of external data, examiners
determined that affordable housing is a pressing need throughout the bank’s assessment areas.

Community Development Initiatives

First Merchants makes significant use of innovative or flexible investments. Most of the bank’s
investments were through standard investment vehicles, like mortgage-backed securities. However,
in the Indianapolis MSA, Columbus MSA, and Chicago MSA assessment areas, the bank made
significant or extensive use of unique or complex investments which provided greater community
impact. Refer to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more information.

SERVICE TEST

The Service Test is rated High Satisfactory. Performance under each criterion supports this rating
and is consistent with performance in each rated area.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

First Merchants’ delivery systems are accessible to essentially all portions of the assessment areas.
The bank’s branches are generally well positioned to serve the needs of low- and moderate-income
areas throughout each rated area.
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The bank’s alternative delivery systems also promote the availability of banking services to its
entire customer base, including low- and moderate-income customers. The bank’s main alternative
delivery systems include online banking, mobile banking, and bank-owned ATMs. These services
allow customers, including low- and moderate-income customers, to access banking services even if
they do not reside near a First Merchants branch. The availability of these alternative delivery
systems is consistent across all assessment areas.

Changes in Branch Locations

The opening and closing of branches has generally not adversely affected the accessibility of
delivery systems, particularly in low- and moderate-income geographies or to low- and moderate-
income individuals. Since the previous evaluation, First Merchants has acquired, opened, sold, and
closed branches throughout its rated areas. As the following table shows, a significant portion of
the 12 branch closures were in middle- and upper-income geographies. The bank closed one branch
located in a low-income tract and one branch located in a moderate-income tract. These two
closures did not disproportionately affect the accessibility of delivery systems in low- and
moderate-income areas.

The bank also sold its five Illinois branches to Old Second National Bank. This sale ensured the
continued operation of two branches located in moderate-income areas. The bank opened one new
branch during the evaluation period. This branch is in a low-income tract surrounded by moderate-
income tracts northeast of downtown Columbus, Ohio. The opening of this branch increases the
availability of banking services in underbanked areas.

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Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

Services, including business hours, do not vary in a way that inconveniences certain portions of the
assessment areas, particularly low- and moderate-income geographies or individuals. First
Merchants offers Saturday hours and drive-up services at most branches, including branches in low-
and moderate-income geographies. Any variations in hours and services among branches are
minimal and do not disproportionately impact low- and moderate-income geographies or
individuals. Refer to the separate assessment area sections of the evaluation for more information.

Community Development Services

First Merchants is a leader in providing community development services throughout its assessment
areas. Throughout the evaluation period, bank employees used their professional expertise to
provide 1,019 instances of services to community developed-related organizations. This is a
significant increase since the previous evaluation, during which bank personnel performed 415
instances of community development services.

When comparing the bank’s performance to similarly situated banks, not all available CRA
Performance Evaluations quantified services in the same manner. Among banks where services
were quantified similarly, First Merchants performed above a bank assessed as High Satisfactory
and significantly above a bank assessed as Low Satisfactory.

Many of the bank’s community development service activities involve extensive employee
involvement and leadership positions, such as employees serving as officers or directors of a
community development organization. These types of service are counted once per calendar year
but receive greater qualitative weight when arriving at overall performance conclusions. Refer to
the separate assessment area sections of the evaluation for additional details.

Additionally, the bank provided several community development services that are targeted to a
statewide area rather than limited to a specific assessment area. For example, an employee of the
bank served on the Board of an organization that serves homeless and abused children and teenagers
throughout Indiana by providing emergency shelter and wraparound services. The organization also
assists young adults who have aged out of the foster care system with living independently.
Additionally, an employee of the bank served on the Board of a statewide financial literacy and fair
housing organization that provides affordable small-dollar loans to low- and moderate-income
families throughout Indiana.

DESCRIPTION OF THE INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN INDIANA

The Indiana rated area contains the largest portion of First Merchants’ operations among the four
rated areas. Of the bank’s 106 office locations, 57 are in Indiana. This number excludes additional
branches located in the Indiana portions of the Chicago MSA assessment area. As previously
mentioned, this rated area contains about two-thirds of the bank’s total deposits and lending
activities. The bank has delineated five separate assessment areas within the rated area:
Indianapolis MSA, Indiana Non-MSA, Muncie MSA, Lafayette MSA, and Fort Wayne MSA.

SCOPE OF EVALUATION - INDIANA

The scope of evaluation in the Indiana rated area is identical to the overall scope of evaluation for
the institution. Examiners conducted full-scope reviews of the Indianapolis MSA, Indiana Non-
MSA, and Muncie MSA assessment areas. Examiners conducted limited-scope reviews of the
Lafayette MSA and Fort Wayne MSA assessment areas. As noted previously, examiners evaluated
small farm lending performance only in the Indiana Non-MSA and Lafayette MSA assessment
areas. Of the five assessment areas in Indiana, the Indianapolis MSA assessment area is the largest
by branch count, deposits, and lending. Therefore, this assessment area received the most weight in
arriving at overall conclusions for the Indiana rated area.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN INDIANA
LENDING TEST
The Lending Test is High Satisfactory for the Indiana rated area. Performance across each of the
Lending Test criteria supports this conclusion. Performance is generally consistent for all assessment

areas with this rated area.

Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. First Merchants
demonstrated excellent performance in all three full scope assessment areas. Refer to the separate
assessment area sections of this evaluation for additional information, including market share analysis.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the Indiana rated area.
With respect to the full scope assessment areas, First Merchants demonstrated good performance in
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the Indianapolis assessment area and adequate performance in the Indiana Non-MSA and Muncie
assessment areas. Collectively, the limited scope areas were consistent with this conclusion. Refer
to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more detailed information.

Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects good penetration among individuals of different income
levels and businesses and farms of different sizes. First Merchants demonstrated good performance
under this criterion in all three assessment areas. Refer to the separate assessment area sections of
this evaluation for more detailed information.

Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices

First Merchants makes extensive use of innovative and flexible lending practices in order to serve
assessment area credit needs. The bank offers all innovative and flexible loan programs described
previously throughout the Indiana rated area. As shown in the following table, the bank originated
1,673 loans totaling $231.9 million through innovative and flexible programs during the evaluation
period.

Community Development Loans

First Merchants is a leader in making community development loans. The bank originated 73
community development loans totaling $462.1 million throughout the Indiana rated area, which
represents slightly more than half of the bank’s total community development lending.
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Qualitatively, the bank originated numerous loans with significant long-term impacts on its
assessment areas, including complex, high-dollar financing projects. For example, in the Fort
Wayne MSA assessment area, the bank originated a $32.0 million loan to a LIHTC project to help
construct more than 200 affordable housing units.

INVESTMENT TEST

The Investment Test rating is Outstanding for the Indiana rated area. The bank’s excellent level of
qualified investments and good responsiveness to community development needs support this
rating. Performance was noticeably stronger in the Indianapolis MSA, which was weighed the
heaviest. Overall, the bank’s performance across all five assessment areas supports this rating.

Investment and Grant Activity

First Merchants has an excellent level of community development investments and grants. The
bank made 346 qualified investments totaling $182.9 million in the Indiana rated area, including
prior period investments and qualified donations. In addition to investments within the assessment
area, the bank made investments totaling $5.7 million that benefited the broader statewide area.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

First Merchants’ business hours and services do not vary in a way that inconveniences certain
portions of the assessment areas. Throughout the state, the bank’s hours and services do not vary in
any significant way. Almost all branches offer drive-up services, Saturday hours, and 24-hour
ATM access. Any variations are minor and do not predominantly impact low- and moderate-
income communities.

Community Development Services

First Merchants is a leader in providing community development services throughout the Indiana
rated area.

DESCRIPTION OF THE INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN THE
INDIANAPOLIS METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA

The Indianapolis MSA assessment area includes nine counties: Brown, Hamilton, Hancock,
Hendricks, Johnson, Madison, Marion, Morgan, and Shelby. The assessment area includes all of
Indianapolis and the surrounding suburban areas. First Merchants operates 23 offices in the
assessment area. Among the bank’s 11 assessment areas, the bank’s performance in the
Indianapolis assessment area carried the most weight in arriving at overall and Indiana rated area
conclusions since most of the bank’s operations and lending activity are in this assessment area than
any other assessment area.

Economic and Demographic Data

The assessment area contains 455 census tracts across the nine counties. According to the 2020
U.S. Census, the tracts reflect the following income designations:

58 low-income tracts,

115 moderate-income tracts,

165 middle-income tracts,

108 upper-income tracts, and

nine tracts without income designations.

A majority of the assessment area’s low- and moderate-income tracts are in Marion County, which
includes Indianapolis. There is an additional cluster of low- and moderate-income tracts in Madison
County, centered around Anderson.

Unemployment rates in the area have been stable during the evaluation period. As of October 2024,
the Bureau of Labor Statistics reported the unemployment rate as 3.1 percent across the assessment
area. The unemployment rate was higher in Marion and Madison counties at 3.9 and 4.0 percent
respectively, according to the Indiana Department of Workforce Development.

According to Moody’s Analytics, the Indianapolis MSA’s economy is thriving. The MSA is
experiencing population growth from international and domestic migration, fueled by construction
and healthcare jobs. The MSA has a younger than average population, driving labor force growth
in the region. The Indianapolis MSA experienced the fastest year-over-year growth in non-farm
payrolls in 2024 out of the 50 largest MSAs. Continued employment growth is supported by the
strength of the logistics and pharmaceutical industries. The largest employers in the MSA include
Indiana University Health, St. Vincent Hospitals, Eli Lilly and Co, Walmart, FedEx, Roche
Diagnostics, and Elevance Healthcare (formerly Anthem).

The median family income level is used to analyze home mortgage loans under the Borrower
Profile criterion. The following table presents the Indianapolis MSA median family income levels
for 2022 and 2023, as updated by the Federal Financial Institutions Examination Council (FFIEC).

Competition

There is a highly competitive market for deposits in the assessment area. According to FDIC
Deposit Market Share data as of June 30, 2024, there were 44 banks operating 457 offices in the
assessment area. First Merchants ranked eighth with 4.7 percent of the total deposit market share.

There is also a highly competitive market for loans in the assessment area. According to the 2023
HMDA aggregate lending data, 646 lenders originated 57,786 mortgage loans in the assessment
area. First Merchants ranked 15™, originating 2.0 percent of the market by number of loans among
institutions that reported home mortgage originations or purchases in the assessment area. Several
large nonbank mortgage originators held substantial market shares in the assessment area.
According to 2022 CRA aggregate lending data, 167 lenders originated 44,105 small business loans
in the assessment area. First Merchants ranked 16", originating 1.0 percent of the market by
number of loans among institutions that reported CRA small business data.

Community Contact

Examiners reviewed recent community contact interviews and credit need assessments for the
Indianapolis MSA. Examiners determined that housing affordability is a growing issue within the
assessment area. The assessment area needs additional credit and community services targeted at
affordable housing.

Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Considering information from the community contacts, bank management, and community needs
assessments from major community stakeholders, examiners determined that access to affordable
housing continues to be the greatest need for low- and moderate-income families in the assessment
area.

First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Lending Test in the Indianapolis MSA
assessment area. The bank’s performance under each of the Lending Test criteria supports this
conclusion.

Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. Closed-end home
mortgage lending volumes have declined since the previous evaluation, reflecting industry trends
driven by interest rate increases during the evaluation period. The bank’s small business lending
volumes have also declined since the previous evaluation. Conversely, the bank’s open-end home
mortgage lending volume has increased slightly since the previous evaluation.

In 2023, First Merchants had the 15" highest home mortgage market share among more than 600
lenders in the assessment area. Of the lenders ranking above First Merchants, nearly all were nonbank
mortgage lenders as well as one large statewide credit union. Of the FDIC-insured banks that ranked
above First Merchants, all were large national and regional banks with asset sizes greater than First
Merchants. First Merchants’ ability to compete with these large banks and nonbank lenders
demonstrates excellent responsiveness. Furthermore, First Merchants’ home mortgage market share
outranked multiple banks that maintain higher deposit market shares in the assessment area, including
some of the nation’s largest banks like JPMorgan Chase, Bank of America, and BMO Bank.

First Merchants continues to be a leading small business lender in the assessment area. According to
the 2022 CRA aggregate lending data, the bank was the sixth largest small business lender in the
assessment area by total dollar volume, exceeding the bank’s eighth-place deposit market share. First
Merchants’ average small business loan amount of $222,000 was significantly higher than many other
leading small business lenders, including numerous large national banks that primarily originate small
business credit cards, which are less impactful in meeting financing needs.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects good penetration throughout the assessment area.
While the open-end home mortgage and small business lending performance was adequate, the
bank’s excellent performance in closed-end home mortgage lending supports this conclusion.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The geographic distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans reflects excellent penetration
throughout the assessment area. In 2022 and 2023, First Merchants’ lending in low- and moderate-
income tracts significantly exceeded aggregate performance and the percentage of owner-occupied
housing units. In both years, First Merchants’ performance in low-income tracts was more than
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double the aggregate performance level. The bank’s performance was slightly less than double the
aggregate performance level in moderate-income tracts in both years as well. The following table
details the geographic distribution of closed-end home mortgage lending.

Small Business Loans

Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects good penetration among retail customers of different income
levels and business customers of different sizes. The bank’s excellent performance in closed-end
home mortgage lending and good performance in open-end home mortgage and small business
lending support this conclusion.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans among borrowers of different income levels is
excellent. In 2022 and 2023, First Merchants’ lending to low- and moderate-income borrowers
significantly exceeded aggregate performance levels. In both years, the bank’s performance among
low-income borrowers was more than double the aggregate performance level. The performance
also significantly exceeded the percentage of low-income families in the assessment area.

Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices

First Merchants makes extensive use of innovative and flexible lending practices in order to serve
assessment area credit needs. As shown in the following table, the bank funded 765 innovative and
flexible loans totaling more than $122.9 million during the evaluation period, representing 30.7
percent of the total innovative and flexible lending originated by the institution during the
evaluation period.

Community Development Loans

First Merchants is a leader in making community development loans. The bank originated more
than $289.3 million in community development loans in this assessment area, supporting all four
community development categories. Among all assessment areas, community development lending
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volume was highest in this assessment area, representing 34.9 percent of the bank’s total
community development lending by dollar volume.

Examples of the bank’s community development loans in this assessment area are as follows:

e Two loans totaling $42.2 million provided a total of 208 affordable housing units designated
for moderate-income seniors in the assessment area. As previously mentioned, examiners
determined affordable housing to be the greatest need in the assessment area.

e A $1.5 million loan funded property improvements for an organization that offers rental
assistance, utility bill assistance, foreclosure assistance, and other services for low-income
residents in the area.

e A $18.5 million loan increased working capital and supported ongoing growth for a business
relocating to a low-income census tract, which will assist the business in adding an
estimated 40 to 60 jobs for low- and moderate-income individuals over the next two years.

e A $3.5 million loan to an organization that, through a partnership with the city of
Indianapolis, provides job training services to predominantly low-income individuals. Loan
proceeds funded renovations of a multi-use building that will serve as the organization’s
headquarters, which will house job training programs and other health and educational
resources. Additionally, the project will positively impact numerous low- and moderate-
income tracts that are immediately adjacent to the project site in the downtown Indianapolis
area.

INVESTMENT TEST

First Merchants demonstrated outstanding performance under the Investment Test in the
Indianapolis MSA assessment area. The bank’s excellent level of qualified investments, good
responsiveness to community development needs, and significant use of innovative or complex
investments support this conclusion.

Investment and Grant Activity

First Merchants made an excellent level of community development investments and grants.
Investments in this assessment area represented 21.4 percent of the bank’s overall qualified
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community development investments by dollar volume. This is slightly below the proportion of
overall bank operations in the assessment area. Most investments were new since the previous
evaluation. The largest share of investments supported affordable housing. The following table
details the qualified investments and donations in this assessment area by year and purpose.

Examples of the bank’s qualified investments in the assessment area include the following:

e The bank made a $5.8 million investment into a bond which funded 160 affordable housing
units in an area with limited affordable housing options. All the units were rented to low-
and moderate-income families.

e During the evaluation period, the bank made two donations that totaled $50,000 to a
Community Development Financial Institution which originates microloans with flexible
terms to small businesses in the assessment area.

e During the evaluation period, the bank made two donations that totaled $25,000 to a local
high school where most students are from low- and moderate-income families. First
Merchants made the donation in conjunction with an extensive sales training program that
the bank provides to high school students through the school’s business classes.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

First Merchants exhibits good responsiveness to community credit and development needs. The
bank invests heavily in affordable housing in the assessment area, with 82.7 percent of the bank’s
qualified investments and donations targeted to affordable housing. As previously mentioned,
affordable housing is a significant need in this assessment area.

Community Development Initiatives

First Merchants makes significant use of innovative or complex investments to support community
development initiatives. The bank provided significant support to a Community Development
Financial Institution supporting small businesses in the assessment area. Additionally, the bank was
innovative in its use of donations to financially support an educational program delivered by
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teachers and bank staff for high school students from low- and moderate-income families in the
assessment area.

SERVICE TEST

First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Service Test in the Indianapolis MSA
assessment area. Performance under each Service Test criterion supports this conclusion.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

Delivery systems are accessible to essentially all portions of the assessment area. The percentage of
branch offices in low- and moderate-income tracts is comparable to the percentages of residents that
reside in these tracts and slightly exceeds the breakdown of branches of other lenders in both low-
and moderate-income tracts. The bank also operates 15 free-standing ATMs throughout the
assessment area. Of these, one free-standing ATM is in a moderate-income tract. The following
table shows the breakdown of branch offices by tract income level.

Further, First Merchants’ branch offices in Anderson and Indianapolis supported the bank’s
performance under this criterion. The bank operates a branch on 38™ Street in Indianapolis, which
is in a low-income tract and primarily serves low- and moderate-income areas several miles north of
downtown Indianapolis. The bank also has several offices in Anderson that primarily serve low-
and moderate-income areas, including branches in moderate-income tracts that are directly adjacent
to low-income tracts.

Among the 17 branches located in middle- and upper-income tracts, 10 are in tracts adjacent to low-
or moderate-income tracts. These branches promote the availability of banking services in low- and

moderate-income areas and support performance under this criterion.

Changes in Branch Locations

The opening and closing of branches has generally not adversely affected the accessibility of
delivery systems. Since the previous evaluation, the bank closed three branch offices, including one
branch office located in a moderate-income tract. This branch was in Shelby County. The other

two branch office closures were in middle-income tracts in Hamilton County and Johnson County,
respectively. Both branch offices served middle-income areas.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

Services and business hours do not vary in a way that inconveniences certain portions of the
assessment area, particularly low- and moderate-income geographies and individuals. Services and
business hours are generally consistent, and any variations are minor and do not affect low- and
moderate-income areas.

Community Development Services

First Merchants is a leader in providing community development services to the assessment area.
Most of these services supported the provision of community services for low- and moderate-
income individuals. During the evaluation period, the bank performed 224 qualifying services in
the assessment area, representing 22.0 percent of the bank’s overall community development
services. The following table shows a breakdown of services by year and purpose.

and moderate-income children.

INDIANA NON-METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA- Full-Scope Review

DESCRIPTION OF THE INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN NON-
METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA INDIANA

The Indiana Non-MSA assessment area includes 14 whole counties: Adams, Clinton, Fayette,
Henry, Huntington, Jay, Marshall, Miami, Montgomery, Randolph, Union, Wabash, Wayne, and
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White. While these areas are not entirely contiguous, they are all located near each other in
northern and central Indiana and have similar socioeconomic environments. Examiners reviewed
the bank’s performance in each non-contiguous portion of the assessment area and determined that
the bank’s performance was similar across each. Therefore, examiners presented these areas
collectively as one assessment area for the purposes of this evaluation. First Merchants operates 14
offices in this assessment area.

Economic and Demographic Data

The assessment area contains 127 census tracts across the 14 counties. According to the 2020 U.S.
Census, these tracts reflect the following income designations:

e four low-income tracts,

e 23 moderate-income tracts,

e 86 middle-income tracts, and

e 14 upper-income tracts.

Wayne County, which includes Richmond, and Henry County, which includes New Castle, contain
the assessment area’s three low-income tracts. These two counties account for half of the
assessment area’s low- and moderate-income tracts. The following table details select economic
and demographic characteristics of the assessment area.

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According to the Indiana Department of Workforce Development, unemployment rates throughout
the assessment area have been flat or increased slightly over the past year. As of October 2024,
county unemployment rates averaged 4.0 percent across the 14 counties. The highest
unemployment rate was in Miami County (5.9 percent) and Fayette County (5.8 percent). The
lowest unemployment rate was in Clinton and Union counties (3.2 percent).

The assessment area’s economy relies on small businesses and agriculture. The assessment area
also includes numerous larger employers operating throughout different counties. The largest
employment sectors include agriculture and retail trade. The largest employers in the assessment
area include Frito Lay in Clinton County, Ford Meter Box in Wabash County, and Reid Health in
Wayne County.

As previously mentioned, there are a large number of small businesses in the assessment area.
There were 44,898 businesses operating in the assessment area in 2024. Of these businesses, 63.9
percent have four or fewer employees, and 91.1 percent operate from a single location.

Competition

There is a high level of competition for deposits in the assessment area. According to FDIC
Deposit Market Share data, 40 banks operated 143 offices in the assessment area. Of these banks,
First Merchants ranked first with 12.9 percent of deposits.

There is also a high level of competition for home mortgage, small business, and small farm loans
in the assessment area. According to 2023 HMDA aggregate lending data, 349 lenders originated
or purchased 10,367 mortgage loans in the assessment area. First Merchants ranked first with a 6.5
percent market share by number of loans. According to 2022 CRA aggregate lending data, First
Merchants ranked seventh out of 96 lenders in the small business loan market with 3.6 percent of
the market share by number of loans. First Merchants ranked seventh out of 34 lenders in the small
farm loan market with 6.5 percent of the market share by number of loans.

Community Contact

Examiners reviewed community need assessments published by a local community action agency
and the local hospital to determine the needs of the community. Access to affordable housing and
home repair loans are both increasingly pressing needs in nonmetropolitan Indiana. Examiners also
identified access to affordable childcare as a community development need.
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Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Examiners reviewed community need assessments conducted by local authorities. In addition to the
pressing need for affordable rental housing that exists throughout the state, opportunities exist to
provide home repair loans to low- and moderate-income families to allow these families to stay in
their homes.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN THE NON-
METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA INDIANA

LENDING TEST

First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Lending Test in the Indiana Non-MSA
assessment area. The bank’s performance under each Lending Test criteria supports this conclusion.

Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. While lending levels
have declined during the evaluation period, this is consistent across the industry and is driven by
decreased closed-end home mortgage demand due to the high-interest rate environment.

According to 2023 HMDA aggregate lending data, First Merchants was the top home mortgage lender
in the assessment area, consistent with the bank’s leading deposit market share. The bank outranked
various large national banks and nationwide nonbank lenders, demonstrating excellent responsiveness
in meeting assessment area credit needs.

The bank is also a leading small business and small farm lender in the assessment area. According to
the 2022 CRA aggregate lending data, First Merchants was the largest small business lender by total
dollar volume, with 10.6 percent market share. Additionally, First Merchants originates larger sized
loans than its competitors, including large national banks. First Merchants’ average small business
loan was $121,000 in 2022, compared with the median average small business loan size of $11,000 for
the six banks which originate more small business loans than First Merchants in the assessment area.
Furthermore, First Merchants was the second largest small farm lender by total dollar volume in the
assessment area, with a 13.0 percent market share by total dollar volume.

Open-End Home Mortgage Loans

Borrower Profile

Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices

First Merchants makes extensive use of innovative and flexible lending practices in order to serve
assessment area credit needs.

Community Development Loans

First Merchants is a leader in making community development loans. The bank originated over
$47.3 million in community development loans in this assessment area, supporting all four
community development categories and representing 5.7 percent of its total qualified lending by
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dollar volume. This represents a significant increase from the previous evaluation when the bank
originated approximately $16.0 million in community development loans in the assessment area.

Examples of the bank’s community development loans in this assessment area are as follows:

e A §$1.7 million loan to finance business expansion in a moderate-income area. Loan
proceeds funded property acquisition as well as new construction in a TIF district,
supporting a statewide redevelopment effort.

e A $5.5 million loan supported a business located in a moderate-income tract that employs
low- and moderate-income individuals in the assessment area.

e A $3.6 million loan revitalized and stabilized a moderate-income tract by funding necessary
improvements to a building and parking lot of a business that employs low- and moderate-
income individuals. These improvements helped keep the business in the moderate-income
tract, retaining these jobs.

INVESTMENT TEST

First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Investment Test in the Indiana Non-
MSA assessment area. The bank’s significant level of community development investments and the
noticeable increase in the dollar volume of investments since the previous evaluation support this
conclusion.

Investment and Grant Activity

First Merchants made a significant level of community development investments. Investments in
this assessment area represented 6.2 percent of the bank’s total investment activity by dollar
volume, which is slightly lower than the proportion of overall bank operations in the assessment
area. However, the bank’s level of investment has noticeably improved since the previous
evaluation. While the bank’s overall dollar volume of investments has increased 66.5 percent, the
dollar volume of investments in this assessment area has increased 80.9 percent since the prior
evaluation. Furthermore, this level of investment is significant because of the difficulty finding
suitable investment opportunities in the largely rural Indiana Non-MSA assessment area. The
investments were concentrated in affordable housing and community service categories and all
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investments were new. The following table details the bank’s qualified investments and donations
in the assessment area by year and purpose.

e In 2024, the bank invested a total of $14.0 million to purchase mortgage pools which
contained 62 mortgages made to low- and moderate-income borrowers in the assessment
area.

e Between 2021 and 2023, the bank donated a total of $15,000 to a non-profit providing
transitional housing and substance abuse support to low- and moderate-income women in
the assessment area.

First Merchants exhibits good responsiveness to credit and community development needs.
Examiners have identified affordable housing as a continuing need throughout the assessment area.
The bank’s investments supported affordable housing.

Community Development Initiatives

The institution rarely uses innovative or complex investments to support community development
initiatives. All the bank’s investments in the assessment area were standard investment vehicles.

SERVICE TEST

The bank demonstrated good performance under the Service Test in the Indiana Non-MSA
assessment area. Performance under each Service Test criterion supports this conclusion.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

Delivery systems are accessible to essentially all portions of the assessment area. First Merchants
does not have any branches in low-income tracts. However, there are only four low-income tracts
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in the 14-county assessment area, and a relatively small portion of assessment area residents live in
these tracts. Among moderate-income tracts, the percentage of First Merchants’ branches exceeds
both the percentages of assessment area residents and branches of other banks in these tracts.
Additionally, three of the 10 branch offices located in middle-income tracts are adjacent to
moderate-income tracts and serve moderate-income areas surrounding the branch. The following
table shows the distribution of branches and population by tract income level designation.

Changes in Branch Locations

The opening and closing of branches has not adversely affected the accessibility of delivery
systems. Since the previous evaluation, the bank has closed two branches in this assessment area.
Both branches were in middle-income tracts and surrounded by middle- and upper-income tracts.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

Services and business hours do not vary in a way that inconveniences certain portions of the
assessment area. The bank offers services in a consistent manner and its business hours are the
same across the assessment area.

Community Development Services

The bank provided a relatively high level of community development services. Bank employees
performed 57 qualified services during the evaluation period. Most of these services focused on
providing community services to low- and moderate-income individuals. The services in this
assessment area accounted for 5.6 percent of the bank’s total number of services, which is slightly
lower than the overall proportion of bank operations in the assessment area. The following table
shows the number of qualified services by year and type.

Unemployment rates in the area were high during the evaluation period. As of October 2024, the
Bureau of Labor Statistics reported the unemployment rate as 4.5 percent across the assessment
area. The unemployment rate for Delaware County was the 13 highest in the state of Indiana.
According to Moody’s Analytics, the Muncie MSA economy is relatively weak. The MSA is
experiencing a population decline because there is not enough demand for workers with college
degrees. College-educated working age residents and Ball State University graduates tend to leave
the area. The largest employers in the MSA include Ball State University, Indiana University
Health Ball Memorial Hospital, Navient, and Concentrix.

In 2024, there were 10,034 businesses operating in the assessment area. Of these businesses, 6,421
have four or fewer employees and 9,472 operate from a single location.

Competition
There is a moderate level of competition for deposits in the assessment area. According to FDIC

Deposit Market Share data, six banks operated 21 offices in the assessment area. Of these banks,
First Merchants ranked first with 59.1 percent of deposits.

There is a moderate level of competition for home mortgage and small business lending in the
assessment area. According to 2023 HMDA aggregate data, 155 lenders originated or purchased
2,492 mortgage loans in assessment area. First Merchants ranked first with approximately 13.0
percent of the mortgage loan market share in 2023 by number of loans. According to 2022 CRA
aggregate data, First Merchants ranked sixth out of 60 lenders in the small business loan market
with 5.9 percent of the market share by number of loans.

Community Contact

Examiners contacted a representative of a local housing organization active in the assessment area.
The contact cited access to financial literacy programs and bank accounts as major community
development needs. Opportunities exist to conduct more extensive outreach to unbanked
individuals in the assessment area. The contact also cited Muncie’s aging housing stock as a
growing concern and stated opportunities exist to provide home repair loans to eligible low- and
moderate-income individuals to allow these homeowners to stay in their homes.

Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Considering information obtained from the community contact, bank management, and
demographic and economic data, examiners identified home repair loan programs targeted at low-
and moderate-income homeowners as a critical community credit need. Additionally, examiners
identified financial literacy education and accessible banking services tailored to the needs of low-
and moderate-income individuals in the assessment area as community development needs.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN THE MUNCIE

LENDING TEST

First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Lending Test in the Muncie MSA
assessment area. Performance under the Lending Activity, Borrower Profile, Community
Development Lending, and Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices criteria support this conclusion.
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Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. According to 2023
HMDA aggregate data, the bank was the first-ranked lender by both number and dollar volume in
the assessment area. Additionally, the bank is highly responsive to small business credit needs.
While the bank ranks sixth in small business lending volume by number according to 2022 CRA
aggregate data, the bank ranks first overall in small business lending by dollar volume, with an 18.4
percent market share.

DESCRIPTION OF INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN MICHIGAN

First Merchants has delineated four assessment areas in Michigan: Ann Arbor MSA, Detroit MSA,
Grand Rapids MSA, and Monroe MSA. In mid-2022, the bank acquired Level One Bank, based in
Farmington Hills, Michigan. This acquisition resulted in the addition of the Ann Arbor MSA and
Grand Rapids MSA assessment areas to this rated area. First Merchants operates 29 branches in
Michigan and the area contains roughly 18.0 percent of total bank deposits.

SCOPE OF EVALUATION — MICHIGAN

The scope of the evaluation in the Michigan rated area is similar to the overall scope of the
institution. Examiners conducted a full-scope review of the Detroit MSA assessment area and a
limited-scope review of the Ann Arbor MSA, Grand Rapids MSA, and Monroe MSA assessment
areas. Given the Detroit MSA contains the largest portion of the bank’s operations and lending
activity in Michigan, examiners weighed the bank’s performance the Detroit MSA assessment area
the most in determining the overall rating for Michigan. As previously mentioned, the bank’s
expansion into the Ann Arbor and Grand Rapids MSA assessment areas were part of the Level One
Bank acquisition in 2022. Due to the acquisition date, this evaluation presents only 2023
performance in the Ann Arbor and Grand Rapids MSA assessment areas.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN MICHIGAN
LENDING TEST

The Lending Test is rated High Satisfactory in the Michigan rated area. The bank’s lending activity,
use of innovative and flexible lending practices, and community development lending support this
rating.

Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. The bank
demonstrated excellent performance in the full-scope assessment area. Refer to the separate
assessment area sections of this evaluation for additional information, including market share analysis.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the Michigan rated
area. The bank demonstrated adequate performance in the Detroit MSA. Collectively, First
Merchants’ performance in the limited scope assessment areas was consistent with this conclusion.
Refer to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more detailed information.
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Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects adequate penetration among individuals of different income
levels and businesses of different sizes. The bank demonstrated adequate performance under this
criterion in the Detroit assessment area. The limited scope assessment areas were consistent with
this conclusion. Refer to the separate assessment area sections of this evaluation for more detailed
information.

Innovative and Flexible Lending Practices

The bank makes extensive use of innovative and flexible lending practices in order to serve
assessment area credit needs. As shown in the following table, the bank funded 605 innovative and
flexible loans totaling $126.6 million during the evaluation period in the Michigan assessment
areas.

INVESTMENT TEST

The Investment Test rating is Outstanding for the Michigan rated area. The bank’s excellent level
of qualified investments and good responsiveness to community development needs support this
rating. Performance was generally consistent across all assessment areas. The performance was
stronger in the Detroit MSA, which was the most heavily weighted assessment area.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

SERVICE TEST

The Service Test is rated High Satisfactory. The bank’s strong performance providing community
development services and reasonably accessible branch network supports this conclusion.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

The bank’s delivery system is reasonably accessible to essentially all portions of the rated area. The
bank operates a branch in a low-income tract in Monroe. Of the bank’s 29 Michigan branches, 11
are in tracts adjacent to low- or moderate-income tracts. The bank’s delivery system is less
accessible to many low- and moderate-income areas in Detroit. Through the construction of the
Fitzgerald branch, scheduled to open in early 2025, the bank is working to improve access for low-
and moderate-income families and areas in Detroit. In addition to the bank’s network of ATMs at
branches, the bank also has a network of 16 publicly accessible, off-site ATMs in the Monroe MSA.
Of these 16 ATMs, four ATMs are in moderate-income tracts, improving accessibility for
moderate-income individuals.

Changes in Branch Locations

The bank’s branch closures have not adversely affected the accessibility of branches for low- and
moderate-income individuals and areas. The bank closed four branch locations in the rated area
during the evaluation period. All four of these branches were in middle- and upper-income census
tracts, limiting the impact to low- and moderate-income individuals.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

The services and business hours offered at each branch do not vary in a way that inconveniences
certain portions of each assessment area, particularly low- and moderate-income neighborhoods
within each assessment area. Most locations offer drive-up service, 24-hour ATMs, and Saturday
hours. The bank’s only Michigan branch in a low-income tract offers both Saturday hours and a 24-
hour ATM.

Community Development Services

The bank is a leader in providing community development services to low- and moderate-income
families and areas. The bank’s services are targeted to the needs of each assessment area. The
following table shows the total qualified instances of community development services by
assessment area and purpose. Refer to the separate assessment area sections for additional details
and examples of the qualified services.

DESCRIPTION OF INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN THE DETROIT
METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA

The Detroit MSA assessment area includes all of Wayne, Oakland, and Macomb counties. The
assessment area contains Detroit and its surrounding suburbs, with a population of 3.9 million. The
assessment area also contains rural areas in northern Oakland and Macomb counties. The bank
operates 15 branches in the assessment area, with branches mainly clustered throughout Wayne
County and in southern Oakland County. The bank also has a branch in Sterling Heights in
Macomb County.

Economic and Demographic Data

The assessment area contains 1,221 census tracts across the three counties. According 2020 U.S.
Census data, this area contains the following tract designations:
e 120 low-income tracts,
311 moderate-income tracts,
346 middle-income tracts,
361 upper-income tracts, and
83 tracts without an income designation.

The majority of the low- and moderate-income tracts in Wayne County are clustered around Detroit
and the communities bordering it. The majority of the low- and moderate-income tracts in Oakland
County are located either south of [-696 in the southeast portion of the county or in areas
surrounding Pontiac in the central portion of the county. A majority of the low- and moderate-
income tracts in Macomb County are in the southern half of the county.

During the first part of the evaluation period, the unemployment rate dropped as the economy
recovered from the COVID-19 pandemic. In the latter part of the evaluation period, the
unemployment rate became more stable and hovered between three and five percent. The following
table shows a breakdown of unemployment rates by county and year. The table also breaks out the
unemployment rate in the city of Detroit, which while higher than the rest of the assessment area,
has fallen rapidly from post-pandemic heights.

The economy in the assessment area has started to slow down with a consistent downward trend in
nonfarm employment growth. In the first quarter of 2024, nonfarm employment slightly declined

according to Moody’s Analytics. In the long term, the local economy faces many challenges from
stagnant population growth. The largest sectors of employment are manufacturing, healthcare, and
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retail trades. Major employers in the assessment area include Ford Motor Company, Stellantis,
General Motors, Henry Ford Health System, Corewell Health, and Rocket Companies.

Examiners use the median family income level to analyze home mortgage loans under the Borrower
Profile criterion. The following table presents the Detroit MSA median family income levels for
2022 and 2023, as updated by the FFIEC. Although examiners analyzed the assessment area as one
single MSA, the assessment area includes portions of two separate metropolitan divisions: Detroit-
Dearborn-Livonia, MI and Warren-Troy-Farmington Hills, MI. The FFIEC separately estimates
median family income levels for each of these metropolitan divisions; therefore, for each loan
analyzed under the Borrower Profile criterion, examiners used the applicable median family income
level depending on where the loan was located. For example, examiners compared loans in Wayne
County to the median family income level for the Detroit-Dearborn-Livonia, MI metropolitan
division.

Competition

There is a high level of competition for deposits in the assessment area. According to 2024 FDIC
Deposit Market Share data, there are 38 institutions operating 674 branch offices in the assessment
area. Of these institutions, First Merchants is the ninth largest institution, controlling 0.7 percent of
the total deposit market share.

There is a high level of competition in the assessment area for home mortgage loans. According to
2023 HMDA aggregate data, First Merchants was the 18" largest originator by number of
originations in the assessment area, originating 1.4 percent of HMDA -reportable mortgage loans.
The top three institutions originated 26.2 percent of HMDA -reportable mortgage loans in 2023.

According to 2022 CRA aggregate data, there is a moderate level of competition in the assessment
area for small business loans. First Merchants was the 22" largest lender by number of originations
in the assessment area, originating 0.3 percent of CRA-reportable small business loans. The top
three institutions originated 53.5 percent of CRA-reportable small business loans in 2022. Similar
to other assessment areas, First Merchants’ average loan size is much higher than most competitors.
In 2022, First Merchants originated 2.9 percent of small business loans by dollar amount.
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Community Contacts

Examiners reviewed recent community contact interviews and local credit and community
development needs assessments from local governments and non-profit organizations. The local
economy is slightly growing, with concerns in the labor market as some firms have conducted
layoffs. Unemployment rates in the assessment area are slightly higher than the rest of the United
States of America. Availability of affordable housing continues to be a problem in the assessment
area. Low- and moderate-income families need home repair programs and financing to stay in their
homes. The area lacks a comprehensive transit system. Access to transportation is consistently a
problem in the area. Many communities in the area opt-out of the regional bus network; these
communities often have greater employment opportunities. Low- and moderate-income families
need a car to access childcare, healthcare, employment, and grocery stores.

Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Opportunities exist to improve the actual and socioeconomic mobility of low- and moderate-income
families by offering affordable automobile loans for both new and used vehicles to low- and
moderate-income families. There is an additional need for affordable home repair loans throughout
the assessment area, particularly within Detroit.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN THE DETROIT
METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA

LENDING TEST
First Merchants demonstrated good performance under the Lending Test in the Detroit MSA
assessment area. The bank’s performance under each of the Lending Test criteria supports this

conclusion.

Lending Activity

Lending levels reflect excellent responsiveness to assessment area credit needs. While the bank faced
significant competition in the assessment area from large, established regional credit unions, national
banks, and nonbank mortgage originators, First Merchants originated a high volume of home mortgage
and small business loans in both 2022 and 2023. According to 2023 HMDA aggregate data, First
Merchants had the 18" highest HMDA market share by number at 1.4 percent, exceeding the bank’s
2024 deposit market share of 0.7 percent. By dollar volume, the bank’s 2022 small business loan
market share, at 2.9 percent, was also well above the deposit market share.

Geographic Distribution

The distribution of the bank’s lending products reflects adequate penetration throughout the
assessment area. The bank’s adequate performance in closed-end home mortgage and small
business lending products supports this conclusion. Examiners weighed the bank’s performance in
closed-end and open-end home mortgage lending equally. While the bank’s performance was poor
in the open-end home mortgage category, the bank’s adequate performance level in the small
business lending category helped examiners reach this conclusion. Finally, examiners note that the
bank’s performance substantially improved in both the closed-end home mortgage and small
business lending categories in 2023.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the
assessment area. As shown in the following table, the bank’s lending in low-income tracts
exceeded the aggregate performance in both 2022 and 2023. The bank’s lending in moderate-
income tracts was below aggregate in 2022. This performance improved in 2023 when it was in
line with the aggregate.

Open-End Home Mortgage Loans

Small Business Loans

The distribution of small business loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the assessment
area. As shown in the following table, the bank’s lending in low-income tracts in 2022 slightly
exceeded the aggregate percentage. The bank’s performance in low-income tracts was comparable
to the percentage of businesses for both 2022 and 2023. The bank’s lending in moderate-income
tracts was below aggregate in 2022; however, the bank’s performance improved in 2023 and was in
line with the percentage of businesses located in those tracts.

Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects adequate penetration among retail customers of different
income levels and business customers of different sizes. The bank’s adequate performance levels in
the closed-end home mortgage lending and small business lending products support this conclusion.
Examiners also considered the bank’s poor performance in the open-end home mortgage product.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The distribution of borrowers reflects adequate penetration among retail customers of different
income levels in the assessment area. As shown in the following table, the bank’s lending to low-
income borrowers trailed the aggregate performance for both 2022 and 2023. Similarly, though
comparable, the bank’s lending to moderate-income borrowers was below aggregate for both years.
However, the moderate-income performance exceeded the demographic data. Overall, this
represents adequate performance.

Small Business Loans

Examples of the bank’s community development loans in this assessment area are as follows:
e A $2.6 million that supports affordable housing in a low-income area of Detroit. By

supporting housing needs in this area, the loan further supports revitalization efforts in

accordance with local government redevelopment plans.

e A $4.0 million loan to construct 32 income-restricted affordable housing units for low-
income senior citizens. The project is located in a moderate-income neighborhood in

Detroit.

e A $4.2 million loan funded the construction of 48 affordable housing units in a moderate-
income census tract.
e A §$1.5 million loan supported a school district where the majority of students receive free or
reduced-price lunch.

INVESTMENT TEST

First Merchants demonstrated outstanding performance under the Investment Test in the Detroit
MSA assessment area. The bank’s excellent level of qualified investments and good responsiveness

to credit and community development needs support this conclusion.

Investment and Grant

Activity

The institution achieved an excellent level of investment in qualified investments that meets the
assessment area’s community development needs. Investments in this assessment area represented
17.4 percent of the bank’s total investments by dollar volume. This level of investment is
significantly above the level of overall bank operations in the assessment area. While the bank has
significantly expanded its operations in the assessment area since the previous evaluation, this
represents a substantial improvement over the level of investment at the previous evaluation.

All the investments were new since the previous evaluation and supported affordable housing
projects for low- and moderate-income individuals in the assessment area. The following table

details the qualified investments and donations in this assessment area by year and purpose.

Notable examples of the bank’s qualified investments in the assessment area include:

e Aninvestment of $11.0 million that will create 491 affordable housing units for low- and
moderate-income families in the assessment area.

e Over the course of the evaluation period, the bank made three separate donations totaling
$54,500 to a non-profit organization which promotes economic and community
development in low-income neighborhoods in Detroit, by funding youth and job training
programs for low-income children and teenagers.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

The institution shows good responsiveness to credit and community development needs.
Investments were primarily focused on affordable housing and economic development, both of
which are significant needs in the assessment area.

Community Development Initiatives

The institution makes occasional use of innovative or complex investments to support community
development initiatives. Some of the bank’s investments exhibited complex characteristics, like
investments involving low-income housing tax credits.

SERVICE TEST

The Service Test is rated High Satisfactory. The bank’s reasonably accessible branch network and
leadership in providing community development services support this rating.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

The bank’s delivery systems are reasonably accessible to essentially all portions of the assessment
area. The bank’s current branch network is concentrated exclusively within middle- and upper-
income tracts.
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However, the bank does maintain several branches that are in relatively close proximity to low- and
moderate-income tracts. The bank’s downtown Detroit branch is in an upper-income tract that is
directly adjacent to multiple low- and moderate-income tracts. Similarly, the Ferndale branch is in
an upper-income tract adjacent to multiple moderate-income tracts in southeastern Oakland County.
Two additional branches in Oakland County are in upper-income tracts adjacent to low-income
tracts. One branch in Macomb County is in a middle-income tract adjacent to a moderate-income
tract.

At the previous CRA evaluation, examiners noted the relative lack of accessibility in low- and
moderate-income tracts outside downtown Detroit.

The Columbus, OH MSA assessment area includes the entirety of Franklin County, Ohio. The bank
operates eight branch offices within the county. Of these branch offices, one is in a low-income
tract, two are in moderate-income tracts, three are in middle-income tracts, and two are in upper-
income tracts. Additionally, the bank operates two free-standing deposit-taking ATMs in Franklin
County. One ATM is in an upper-income tract and one ATM is in a middle-income tract.

Economic and Demographic Data

The assessment area contains 328 census tracts. According to 2020 U.S. Census data, the income
designation of these tracts are as follows:

57 low-income census tracts,

79 moderate-income census tracts,

98 middle-income census tracts,

86 upper-income census tracts, and

eight tracts without an income designation.

The majority of low- and moderate-income census tracts are in the north and central portions of
Columbus. The following table illustrates select economic and demographic characteristics of the
assessment area.

Major employment sectors within the assessment area include healthcare, education, insurance and
financial services, and retail trade. According to D&B data, 59.7 percent of businesses in the
assessment area have four or less employees and 94.7 percent of businesses in the assessment area
operate from a single location. The largest employers in the assessment area include Ohio State
University, Ohio Health, the state of Ohio, JPMorgan Chase, Nationwide Insurance, and
Nationwide Children’s Hospital.

The unemployment rate in the assessment area has remained relatively stable during the evaluation
period but has grown during the past 12 months. According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics,
in November 2024, the unemployment rate in Franklin County was 3.8 percent. The unemployment
rate ranged from a low of 2.7 percent in December 2023, to a high of 4.9 percent in July 2024.

The median family income level is used to analyze home mortgage loans under the Borrower
Profile criterion. The following table presents the Columbus MSA median family income levels for
2022 and 2023, as updated by the FFIEC.

Competition

The market for deposits in the assessment area is highly competitive. According to the most recent
FDIC Deposit Market Share Report, there are 34 institutions operating 288 branch offices in the
assessment area. First Merchants ranked 10" in market share, holding 0.8 percent of total deposits.

First Merchants is a CRA reporter for small farm and small business lending. The market for small
business loans is also competitive. There were 141 lenders originating 30,429 loans in 2022. First
Merchants ranked 22" in the assessment area, originating 3.1 percent of small business loans.

The market is also competitive for home mortgage lending. First Merchants ranked 28" in the
assessment area, originating 0.8 percent of home mortgage loans in the assessment area. There

were 511 lenders originating 29,449 HMDA -reportable home mortgage loans in 2023.

Community Contact

Examiners contacted a representative of an economic development organization in the assessment
area. The contact stated that the economy in the assessment area is stable but small businesses are
facing difficulties dealing with inflation, which have increased wages and input costs. Small
businesses are struggling to find and keep quality employees because they cannot afford to pay
market wages. Small business owners in the Baby Boomer generation are retiring, which can cause
business closures and layoffs without proper succession planning. Although the market for
financial services is strong and small businesses in the assessment area have capital, there is a
growing need for equipment loans to allow small businesses that produce in-demand products and
services to expand to meet its customers’ needs. The assessment area’s growing population of
immigrants and second-generation Americans face barriers accessing financial services, including
deposit accounts. These individuals also face barriers accessing credit to open businesses.
Opportunities exist to increase support for these individuals and small businesses through targeted
loans and services.

Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Considering information from the community contact, bank management, and demographic and
economic data, examiners determined that opportunities exist for expanded credit targeted at
creditworthy low- and moderate-income individuals in the assessment area, including creditworthy
low- and moderate-income individuals who are immigrants or second-generation Americans. This
need extends to the small businesses owned by low- and moderate-income individuals. The need
for various community services targeted at the area’s low- and moderate-income residents also
exists.

LENDING TEST
The Lending Test is rated High Satisfactory. The bank’s level of lending activity, extensive use of
innovative and flexible lending practices, and community development lending primarily support this

rating.

Lending Activity

The bank’s lending activity reflects good responsiveness to the credit needs of the assessment area.
First Merchants performs well and originates a significant number of home mortgage and small
business loans despite facing competition from several large national banks and nonbank mortgage
originators. According to 2023 HMDA aggregate data, First Merchants HMDA market share matched
its 2024 deposit market share at 0.8 percent. By dollar volume, the bank’s 2022 small business loan
market share, at 3.1 percent, significantly exceeded the deposit market share. The following table
details First Merchants’ 2022 and 2023 originations by loan type in the assessment area.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the assessment area.
Excellent performance in closed-end home mortgage lending, poor performance in open-end home
mortgage lending, and good performance in small business lending support this overall conclusion.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The geographic distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans reflects excellent penetration
throughout the assessment area. The bank’s performance in low-income tracts improved during the
evaluation period. The bank’s performance in low-income tracts in 2022 slightly exceeded
aggregate performance levels. In 2023, the bank improved its performance in low-income tracts,
significantly exceeded aggregate performance. The bank’s performance in moderate-income tracts
similarly exceeded aggregate performance levels in both 2022 and 2023. The following table shows
the geographic distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans.

Small Business Loans

The geographic distribution of small business loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the
assessment area. As shown in the following table, the bank’s performance in low-income tracts was
in line with aggregate performance in 2022. In 2023, the bank improved its performance and
exceeded the percentage of businesses operating in low-income tracts. Although the bank exceeded
aggregate performance levels and percentage of businesses operating in moderate-income tracts in
2022, the bank’s level of lending to these businesses substantially declined in 2023.

Borrower Profile

The distribution of borrowers reflects good penetration among retail customers of different income
levels and business customers of different sizes. Although open-end home mortgage lending
performance was poor, this product carried the lowest weight. Excellent closed-end home mortgage
and adequate small business lending performance support the overall conclusion.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans
The distribution of borrowers reflects excellent penetration among retail customers of different
income levels. The bank’s performance greatly exceeded the aggregate performance to low-income
borrowers in both 2022 and 2023.

Open-End Home Mortgage Loans
The distribution of borrowers reflects poor penetration among retail customers with different
income levels.

Investment and Grant Activity

The institution invests at an excellent level in projects that meet the assessment area’s community
development needs. Investments in the Columbus MSA assessment area represented 6.1 percent of
the bank’s total new investment activity by dollar volume, which slightly exceeds the proportion of
overall bank operations in the assessment area. Nearly all investments were new since the previous
evaluation. Additionally, the bank doubled the dollar volume of its qualified donations to
organizations which provide services to the assessment area. The following table details the
qualified investments and donations in the assessment area by year and purpose.

Examples of the bank’s qualified investments in the assessment area include the following:

e The bank invested $4.0 million in a government housing authority which will fund access to
recently built or renovated, safe and affordable housing for low- and moderate-income
families in the assessment area.

e The bank invested $5.0 million in a Small Business Development Corporation, providing
capital to small businesses in the assessment area.

e The bank donated $14,000 to a land bank which transforms abandoned and vacant property
in low- and moderate-income areas throughout the assessment area into housing or
commercial developments, providing housing and job opportunities for the area.

e The bank donated $25,000 to a local affordable housing organization which provides below-
market loans to developers of rental housing for low- and moderate-income residents of the
assessment area.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

The bank demonstrated good responsiveness to community credit and development needs. Most
investments supported economic development programs, primarily through investments targeted at
the small business which support employment and economic growth in the assessment area.

Community Development Initiatives

The bank makes extensive use of innovative or complex investments to support community
development initiatives. The bank has invested in a minority-owned de novo depository institution
focused on serving low- and moderate-income individuals in the assessment area. Some of the
bank’s other investments also include complex characteristics, like investments in Small Business
Development Corporations.
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SERVICE TEST
The Service Test is rated Outstanding. The bank’s high level of performance creating and
maintaining an accessible branch network and providing qualified services to low- and moderate-

income individuals support this rating.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

The bank’s branch network is readily accessible to all portions of the assessment area. As the
following table shows, the bank focuses its branch network on serving low- and moderate-income
individuals. The proportion of the bank’s branches in low- and moderate-income tracts far exceeds
the proportion of branches owned by other lenders. Furthermore, the proportion of low- and
moderate-income branches slightly exceeds the proportion of individuals that reside in these tracts.

Changes in Branch Locations

The bank’s record of opening and closing branches has improved the accessibility of its delivery
systems, particularly in low- and moderate-income geographies. Since the previous evaluation, the
bank opened a branch in a low-income tract on Morse Road in the northeast part of Columbus. This
new branch will provide low- and moderate-income individuals additional access to banking
services.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

The branch hours and services offered at each branch do not vary in a way that inconveniences
certain portions of the assessment area. All branches in the assessment area offer Saturday hours
and drive-up service. Any variations in services are minor and do not predominantly impact low-
and moderate-income individuals.

Community Development Services

The bank is a leader in providing community development services to low- and moderate-income
individuals. The bank’s qualified community development services in the Columbus MSA
accounted for 9.7 percent of the bank’s overall qualified community development services. This far
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exceeds the overall proportion of the bank’s operations in this assessment area. The following table
details the bank’s qualified services by year and type.

DESCRIPTION OF INSTITUTION’S OPERATIONS IN THE CHICAGO
MULTISTATE METROPOLITAN STATISTICAL AREA

The Chicago MSA assessment area includes portions of Illinois and Indiana. In Illinois, the
assessment area includes two partial counties: Cook and DuPage. The bank includes the southern
third of Cook County and the southeastern corner of DuPage County in the assessment area. The
northern boundaries of the assessment area follow 87 Street in Chicago and 55" Street and Maple
Avenue to Naperville in DuPage County. The southern boundary of the assessment area follows the
county border in both counties. In Indiana, the assessment area includes three full counties: Jasper,
Lake, and Porter.

This is the only assessment area that includes partial counties. Examiners determined that the
assessment area appropriately captures all bank offices and substantial portion of the bank’s lending
activity within the Chicago MSA. The bank’s assessment area does not arbitrarily exclude low- or
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moderate-income tracts. Most tracts within the Cook County portion of the assessment area are
low- or moderate-income tracts.

As previously mentioned, the bank sold its five Illinois branches to Old Second National Bank on
December 6, 2024, three days before the evaluation date. Following this sale, First Merchants
exited the Illinois market and removed Cook and DuPage counties from its assessment area
delineations. Examiners will evaluate the bank’s performance using the branch network and
assessment area delineations in effect on December 5, 2024. On December 5, 2024, the bank
operated 17 branches in the assessment area: 12 in Indiana and five in Illinois.

Economic and Demographic Data

First Merchants’ assessment area contains 478 census tracts. According to 2020 U.S. Census data,
the income designation of these tracts are as follows:

e 60 low-income census tracts,

¢ 131 moderate-income census tracts,

¢ 171 middle-income census tracts,

e 108 upper-income census tracts, and

o eight tracts without an income designation.

The majority of low- and moderate-income census tracts in Indiana are located around the Gary area
along Lake Michigan. A majority of low and moderate-income tracts in Illinois are in the Cook
County portion of the assessment area. Major employment sectors within the assessment area
include services; non-classifiable; retail trade; and finance, insurance, and financial

services. According to D&B data, 60.0 percent of businesses in the assessment area have four or
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less employees and 93.0 percent of businesses in the assessment area operate from a single
location. The largest employers in the assessment area include Amazon.com Inc., Advocate Health
Care System, Northwestern Memorial Healthcare, University of Chicago, and Walgreens Boots
Alliance Inc.

Competition

The market for deposits in the assessment area is highly competitive. According to the most recent
FDIC Deposit Market Share Report, there are 34 institutions operating 288 branch offices in the
assessment area. First Merchants ranked 10" in market share, holding 0.8 percent of total deposits.

First Merchants is a CRA reporter for small farm and small business lending. The market for small
business loans is highly competitive. There were 238 lenders originating 203,958 loans in 2022.
First Merchants ranked 47" in the assessment area, originating 0.1 percent of small business loans.

The market is also highly competitive for home mortgage lending. There were 588 lenders
originating 40,998 home mortgage loans. First Merchants ranked 24" in the assessment area,

originating 0.9 percent of the home mortgage loans in the assessment area.

Community Contact

Examiners contacted a financial counselor assisting low- and moderate-income individuals in the
assessment area. The contact stated that the housing market in the assessment area is competitive
and low- and moderate-income families are routinely outbid on homes by higher income
families. Affordable housing and childcare are needed in the assessment area.

The contact believes that banks in the assessment area need to improve their online banking
capabilities and advertise these capabilities in low- and moderate-income areas. Many low- and
moderate-income individuals are unaware that local banks offer online banking. These individuals
are increasingly using fintech products for their deposit and lending needs. The contact also
suggested that more banks consider offering “forgiveness” programs to individuals with negative
ChexSystems reports to allow these individuals to use bank accounts while they are learning
financial literacy skills.

Credit and Community Development Needs and Opportunities

Considering information from the community contacts and demographic and economic data,
examiners determined that home mortgage and small business lending represent primary credit
needs in the assessment area.

CONCLUSIONS ON PERFORMANCE CRITERIA IN THE CHICAGO

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LENDING TEST

The Lending Test is rated High Satisfactory. The bank’s performance throughout most
performance criteria supports this rating.

Lending Activity

First Merchants’ performance in the assessment area reflects good responsiveness to the community’s
credit needs. While First Merchants faces competition from several large national banks and nonbank
mortgage originators, the bank originated a high volume of home mortgage and small business loans in
both 2022 and 2023. According to 2023 HMDA aggregate data, First Merchants” HMDA market
share, at 1.0 percent, exceeded its most recent deposit market share of 0.7 percent. The following table
details First Merchants’ 2022 and 2023 originations by loan type in the assessment area.

Geographic Distribution

The geographic distribution of loans reflects adequate penetration throughout the assessment area.
While the bank achieves good penetration in its closed-end home mortgage lending product, the
bank’s adequate performance with respect to open-end home mortgage lending and poor
performance with respect to small business lending support this conclusion.

Closed-End Home Mortgage Loans

The geographic distribution of closed-end home mortgage loans reflects good penetration
throughout the assessment area. As shown in the following table, the bank’s performance in the
low-income tracts was similar to aggregate performance for both 2022 and 2023. The bank’s
performance in moderate-income tracts exceeded the aggregate performance for both years.

The distribution of borrowers reflects good penetration among retail customers of different income
levels and business customers of different sizes. The bank’s good performance in the open-end
home mortgage and small business lending products and the bank’s excellent performance in the
closed-end home mortgage lending product support this conclusion.

The investments in this assessment area represented 11.7 percent of the bank’s total investment by
dollar volume, which is consistent with the proportion of overall bank operations in the assessment
area. All these investments were new since the previous evaluation. The investments primarily
supported affordable housing in the assessment area.

Examples of the bank’s qualified investments in this assessment area are as follows:

e One investment for $2.0 million financed small business commodity hedging for small
businesses located in the assessment area through a Small Business Investment Company.

e The bank made an $8.0 million investment in an affordable housing project that will
construct 44 new rental units in the assessment area using low-income housing tax credits.

e During the evaluation period, the bank made two donations totaling $45,000 to a
Community Development Financial Institution to provide loans to low- and moderate-
income neighborhoods.

Responsiveness to Credit and Community Development Needs

The bank exhibits good responsiveness to credit and community development needs. Investments
primarily supported affordable housing, which has been identified as a significant need in the
assessment area.

Community Development Initiatives

The bank makes extensive use of innovative or complex investments to support community
development incentives. Many investments involve low-income housing tax credit eligible projects.
The bank also invested in a Small Business Investment Company and donated to a Community
Development Financial Institution during the evaluation period.

SERVICE TEST

The Service Test rating is High Satisfactory for the Chicago MSA rated area. Performance under
the retail performance and community development criteria supports this conclusion.

Accessibility of Delivery Systems

Delivery systems are accessible to essentially all portions of the institution’s assessment area. As
shown in the following table, the bank operates one office in a low-income tract, which is slightly

below the percentage of assessment area residents that live in those tracts. The bank operates six
offices in the moderate-income tracts. The percentage of bank offices in moderate-income tracts
greatly exceeds both the percentage of assessment area residents that live in moderate-income tracts
and the percentage of other bank offices in those tracts.

Additionally, the table does not reflect the fact that First Merchants operates several branches in
middle-income tracts that are immediately adjacent to low- and moderate-income tracts. For
example, the bank’s branch in Merrillville, Indiana, is located-in a middle-income tract directly
adjacent to a low-income tract and a moderate-income tract. As such, the bank’s physical branch
locations are accessible to essentially all portions of the assessment area.

Changes in Branch Locations

To the extent changes have been made, the institution’s opening and closing of branches has
generally not adversely affected the accessibility of its delivery systems, particularly in low- and
moderate-income geographies and to low- and moderate-income individuals. During the evaluation
period, the bank closed one office in this assessment area. Although this office was in a low-
income census tract, the bank still operates over 40.0 percent of its offices in this assessment area in
low- and moderate-income tracts. As such, this one closure did not disproportionately affect the
accessibility of banking services in low- and moderate-income areas.

Reasonableness of Business Hours and Services

Services and business hours do not vary in a way that inconveniences certain portions of the
assessment area, particularly low- and moderate-income geographies and individuals. Services and
business hours are generally consistent across all office locations in this assessment area. All
offices offer Saturday hours and all, but one office in an upper-income tract, offer drive-up services.
Any variations in services or hours are minor and do not predominantly affect low- and moderate-
income areas.

Community Development Services

The bank is a leader in providing community development services. Approximately 13.4 percent of
the bank’s total community development services were in this assessment area. Most of these
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activities supported community services for low- and moderate-income individuals. The following
table details the bank’s community development services in this assessment area by year and

purpose.

GLOSSARY

Aggregate Lending: The number of loans originated and purchased by all reporting lenders in
specified income categories as a percentage of the aggregate number of loans originated and
purchased by all reporting lenders in the metropolitan area/assessment area.

American Community Survey (ACS): A nationwide United States Census survey that produces
demographic, social, housing, and economic estimates in the form of five year estimates based on
population thresholds.

Area Median Income: The median family income for the MSA, if a person or geography is
located in an MSA; or the statewide nonmetropolitan median family income, if a person or
geography is located outside an MSA.

Assessment Area: A geographic area delineated by the bank under the requirements of the
Community Reinvestment Act.

Census Tract: A small, relatively permanent statistical subdivision of a county or equivalent
entity. The primary purpose of census tracts is to provide a stable set of geographic units for the
presentation of statistical data. Census tracts generally have a population size between 1,200 and
8,000 people, with an optimum size of 4,000 people. Census tract boundaries generally follow
visible and identifiable features, but they may follow nonvisible legal boundaries in some
instances. State and county boundaries always are census tract boundaries.

Combined Statistical Area (CSA): A combination of several adjacent metropolitan statistical
areas or micropolitan statistical areas or a mix of the two, which are linked by economic ties.

Community Development: For loans, investments, and services to qualify as community
development activities, their primary purpose must:
(1) Support affordable housing for low- and moderate-income individuals;
(2) Target community services toward low- and moderate-income individuals;
(3) Promote economic development by financing small businesses or farms; or
(4) Provide activities that revitalize or stabilize low- and moderate-income geographies,
designated disaster areas, or distressed or underserved nonmetropolitan middle-income
geographies.

Community Development Corporation (CDC): A CDC allows banks and holding companies to
make equity type of investments in community development projects. Bank CDCs can develop
innovative debt instruments or provide near-equity investments tailored to the development needs of
the community. Bank CDCs are also tailored to their financial and marketing needs. A CDC may
purchase, own, rehabilitate, construct, manage, and sell real property. Also, it may make equity or
debt investments in development projects and in local businesses. The CDC activities are expected
to directly benefit low- and moderate-income groups, and the investment dollars should not
represent an undue risk on the banking organization.
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Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFIs): CDFIs are private intermediaries
(either for profit or nonprofit) with community development as their primary mission. A CDFI
facilitates the flow of lending and investment capital into distressed communities and to individuals
who have been unable to take advantage of the services offered by traditional financial institutions.
Some basic types of CDFIs include community development banks, community development loan
funds, community development credit unions, micro enterprise funds, and community development
venture capital funds.

A certified CDFI must meet eligibility requirements. These requirements include the following:

e Having a primary mission of promoting community development;

e Serving an investment area or target population;

e Providing development services;

e Maintaining accountability to residents of its investment area or targeted population through
representation on its governing board of directors, or by other means;

e Not constituting an agency or instrumentality of the United States, of any state or political
subdivision of a state.

Community Development Loan: A loan that:
(1) Has as its primary purpose community development; and
(2) Except in the case of a wholesale or limited purpose bank:

(1) Has not been reported or collected by the bank or an affiliate for consideration in the
bank’s assessment area as a home mortgage, small business, small farm, or consumer
loan, unless it is a multifamily dwelling loan (as described in Appendix A to Part 203 of
this title); and

(11) Benefits the bank’s assessment area(s) or a broader statewide or regional area including
the bank’s assessment area(s).

Community Development Service: A service that:
(1) Has as its primary purpose community development;
(2) Is related to the provision of financial services; and
(3) Has not been considered in the evaluation of the bank’s retail banking services under §
345.24(d).

Consumer Loan(s): A loan(s) to one or more individuals for household, family, or other personal
expenditures. A consumer loan does not include a home mortgage, small business, or small farm
loan. This definition includes the following categories: motor vehicle loans, credit card loans, home
equity loans, other secured consumer loans, and other unsecured consumer loans.

Core Based Statistical Area (CBSA): The county or counties or equivalent entities associated
with at least one core (urbanized area or urban cluster) of at least 10,000 population, plus adjacent
counties having a high degree of social and economic integration with the core as measured through
commuting ties with the counties associated with the core. Metropolitan and Micropolitan
Statistical Areas are the two categories of CBSAs.
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Distressed Middle-Income Nonmetropolitan Geographies: A nonmetropolitan middle-income
geography will be designated as distressed if it is in a county that meets one or more of the
following triggers:
(1) An unemployment rate of at least 1.5 times the national average;
(2) A poverty rate of 20 percent or more; or
(3) A population loss of 10 percent or more between the previous and most recent decennial
census or a net migration loss of 5 percent or more over the 5-year period preceding the
most recent census.

Family: Includes a householder and one or more other persons living in the same household who
are related to the householder by birth, marriage, or adoption. The number of family households
always equals the number of families; however, a family household may also include non-relatives
living with the family. Families are classified by type as either a married-couple family or other
family. Other family is further classified into “male householder” (a family with a male
householder and no wife present) or “female householder” (a family with a female householder and
no husband present).

FFIEC-Estimated Income Data: The Federal Financial Institutions Examination Council (FFIEC)
issues annual estimates which update median family income from the metropolitan and
nonmetropolitan areas. The FFIEC uses American Community Survey data and factors in
information from other sources to arrive at an annual estimate that more closely reflects current
economic conditions.

Full-Scope Review: A full-scope review is accomplished when examiners complete all applicable
interagency examination procedures for an assessment area. Performance under applicable tests is
analyzed considering performance context, quantitative factors (for example, geographic
distribution, borrower profile, and total number and dollar amount of investments), and qualitative
factors (for example, innovativeness, complexity, and responsiveness).

Geography: A census tract delineated by the United States Bureau of the Census in the most recent
decennial census.

Home Mortgage Disclosure Act (HMDA): The statute that requires certain mortgage lenders that
do business or have banking offices in a metropolitan statistical area to file annual summary reports
of their mortgage lending activity. The reports include such data as the race, gender, and the
income of applicants; the amount of loan requested; and the disposition of the application
(approved, denied, and withdrawn).

Home Mortgage Loans: Includes closed-end mortgage loans or open-end line of credits as defined
in the HMDA regulation that are not an excluded transaction per the HMDA regulation.

Housing Unit: Includes a house, an apartment, a mobile home, a group of rooms, or a single room
that is occupied as separate living quarters.

Limited-Scope Review: A limited scope review is accomplished when examiners do not complete
all applicable interagency examination procedures for an assessment area.
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Performance under applicable tests is often analyzed using only quantitative factors (for example,
geographic distribution, borrower profile, total number and dollar amount of investments, and
branch distribution).

Low-Income: Individual income that is less than 50 percent of the area median income, or a
median family income that is less than 50 percent in the case of a geography.

Low Income Housing Tax Credit: The Low-Income Housing Tax Credit Program is a housing
program contained within the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. It is administered by
the U.S. Department of the Treasury and the Internal Revenue Service. The U.S. Treasury
Department distributes low-income housing tax credits to housing credit agencies through the
Internal Revenue Service. The housing agencies allocate tax credits on a competitive basis.

Developers who acquire, rehabilitate, or construct low-income rental housing may keep their tax
credits. Or, they may sell them to corporations or investor groups, who, as owners of these
properties, will be able to reduce their own federal tax payments. The credit can be claimed
annually for ten consecutive years. For a project to be eligible, the developer must set aside a
specific percentage of units for occupancy by low-income residents. The set-aside requirement
remains throughout the compliance period, usually 30 years.

Market Share: The number of loans originated and purchased by the institution as a percentage of
the aggregate number of loans originated and purchased by all reporting lenders in the metropolitan
area/assessment area.

Median Income: The median income divides the income distribution into two equal parts, one
having incomes above the median and other having incomes below the median.

Metropolitan Division (MD): A county or group of counties within a CBSA that contain(s) an
urbanized area with a population of at least 2.5 million. A MD is one or more main/secondary
counties representing an employment center or centers, plus adjacent counties associated with the
main/secondary county or counties through commuting ties.

Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA): CBSA associated with at least one urbanized area having a
population of at least 50,000. The MSA comprises the central county or counties or equivalent
entities containing the core, plus adjacent outlying counties having a high degree of social and
economic integration with the central county or counties as measured through commuting.

Micropolitan Statistical Area: CBSA associated with at least one urbanized area having a
population of at least 10,000, but less than 50,000.

Middle-Income: Individual income that is at least 80 percent and less than 120 percent of the area
median income, or a median family income that is at least 80 and less than 120 percent in the case
of a geography.
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Moderate-Income: Individual income that is at least 50 percent and less than 80 percent of the
area median income, or a median family income that is at least 50 and less than 80 percent in the
case of a geography.

Multi-family: Refers to a residential structure that contains five or more units.

Nonmetropolitan Area (also known as non-MSA): All areas outside of metropolitan areas. The
definition of nonmetropolitan area is not consistent with the definition of rural areas. Urban and
rural classifications cut across the other hierarchies. For example, there is generally urban and rural
territory within metropolitan and nonmetropolitan areas.

Owner-Occupied Units: Includes units occupied by the owner or co-owner, even if the unit has
not been fully paid for or is mortgaged.

Qualified Investment: A lawful investment, deposit, membership share, or grant that has as its
primary purpose community development.

Rated Area: A rated area is a state or multistate metropolitan area. For an institution with
domestic branches in only one state, the institution’s CRA rating would be the state rating. If an
institution maintains domestic branches in more than one state, the institution will receive a rating
for each state in which those branches are located. If an institution maintains domestic branches in
two or more states within a multistate metropolitan area, the institution will receive a rating for the
multistate metropolitan area.

Rural Area: Territories, populations, and housing units that are not classified as urban.

Small Business Investment Company (SBIC): SBICs are privately-owned investment companies
which are licensed and regulated by the Small Business Administration (SBA). SBICs provide
long-term loans and/or venture capital to small firms. Because money for venture or risk
investments is difficult for small firms to obtain, SBA provides assistance to SBICs to stimulate and
supplement the flow of private equity and long-term loan funds to small companies. Venture
capitalists participate in the SBIC program to supplement their own private capital with funds
borrowed at favorable rates through SBA’s guarantee of SBIC debentures. These SBIC debentures
are then sold to private investors. An SBIC’s success is linked to the growth and profitability of the
companies that it finances. Therefore, some SBICs primarily assist businesses with significant
growth potential, such as new firms in innovative industries. SBICs finance small firms by
providing straight loans and/or equity-type investments. This kind of financing gives them partial
ownership of those businesses and the possibility of sharing in the companies’ profits as they grow
and prosper.

Small Business Loan: A loan included in “loans to small businesses” as defined in the
Consolidated Reports of Condition and Income (Call Report). These loans have original amounts of
$1 million or less and are either secured by nonfarm nonresidential properties or are classified as
commercial and industrial loans.
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Small Farm Loan: A loan included in “loans to small farms” as defined in the instructions for
preparation of the Consolidated Reports of Condition and Income (Call Report). These loans have
original amounts of $500,000 or less and are either secured by farmland, including farm residential
and other improvements, or are classified as loans to finance agricultural production and other loans
to farmers.

Underserved Middle-Income Nonmetropolitan Geographies: A nonmetropolitan middle-
income geography will be designated as underserved if it meets criteria for population size, density,
and dispersion indicating the area’s population is sufficiently small, thin, and distant from a
population center that the tract is likely to have difficulty financing the fixed costs of meeting
essential community needs.

Upper-Income: Individual income that is 120 percent or more of the area median income, or a
median family income that is 120 percent or more in the case of a geography.

Urban Area: All territories, populations, and housing units in urbanized areas and in places of
2,500 or more persons outside urbanized areas. More specifically, “urban” consists of territory,
persons, and housing units in places of 2,500 or more persons incorporated as cities, villages,
boroughs (except in Alaska and New York), and towns (except in the New England states, New
York, and Wisconsin).

“Urban” excludes the rural portions of “extended cities”; census designated place of 2,500 or more
persons; and other territory, incorporated or unincorporated, including in urbanized areas.

It is also
recommended that they speak to bank protection to determine if this was a legitimate fraud risk and notate that
within this note if so, if there is no fraud risk found they should reach out to the client to explain why the account
was denied. Conversation has been held with Bank Protection based on the fact that there was no way for the
client to answer even simple questions in regard to the account that needed to be opened Bank Protection have
deduced there is no need for further action from the bank.
